As | write this letter, fall migration is almost over and some of our winter residents have arrived with more to
cC ome. Just a few days ago | observed my first Ju

signs that winter is on its way.

This year has been a tougher than normal migration for many migrants especially through the central part of
our country. | think about the Monarch Butterflies. How many of them will make it through the much drier
than nor mal | andscape on the way to their winter
that something so small can make a trip of such great distance even in a normal year, let alone in an
extremely dry year when food and water supplies are severely limited on their migration route. On the other
end of the migrant size scale is one of our largest but endangered birds, the Whooping Crane. How are they
handling their migration through the dry central plains on their way to their winter home on the coast of
Texas? Will they find sufficient food to sustain them through the winter? One thing to remember is that
drought has been and will continue to be a part of the natural cycle of weather. Species have adapted and
survived dry conditions in the past although usually at some temporary loss in numbers.

Grassland bird species have been on the decline for many years. According to National Audubon, habitat
loss, fragmentation, and global warming are the most serious threats facing populations of birds across
America and around the world. The Important Bird Areas (IBA) program is a global effort and it is one way
Audubon has joined with many public and private partners to conserve areas that are vital to birds and
biological diversity. The closest IBA to Kansas City is the latan / Weston River Corridor. Check out the
Audubon website at http://web4.audubon.org/ to find out about the IBA program and what you can do.

Lastly, the Christmas Bird Count (CBC) season will soon be with us. Birders of all levels are invited to
participate in the 112™ Christmas Bird Count. | t s a <ci ti zen science evenli

In a win for the environment and the battle to control
global warming, the Obama Administration decided today
to delay a decision on the Keystone XL pipeline. This
afternoon, the State Department confirmed that a
decision on the proposed Keystone XL pipeline will be
postponed so that it can "undertake an in-depth
assessment of potential alternative routes in Nebraska.”

In a statement, the department said it is "reasonable to
expect" that the extended review process "could be
completed as early as the first quarter of 20132." The
delay, however, could be a fatal blow to this project that
would hawve facilitated the dewvelopment of the world's
dirtiest oil from Canada’s tar sands and threatened
drinking water and the environment along 1,700 miles of
the pipeline’s route through farms, owver ranches, and
across towns from the Canadian border to coastal
Louisiana.

This is a significant victory for the thousands of people
across the country who spoke out against this damaging
